The photo below (on the left) shows the engine bay connector locked correctly in place:-

To unplug the engine bay connector from the body’s wiring harness, do the following:-



-    Disconnect the ground from the battery

· Turn the small ring anti-clockwise as shown in the above right photo.

· Keep un-doing the small ring until the engine wiring harness can be disconnected from the body’s wiring harness.

Re-installation is the reverse of removal.  Make sure that the notches align correctly as shown in the above left photo.
